Introduction: The Salt Lake County Health Department Environmental Health Division, along with other Local Health Departments throughout Utah, received an Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) grant through the Utah Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) to administer the Electric Vehicle Replacement Assistance Program (EVRAP).  This program will provide direct cash assistance for replacing a vehicle meeting program requirements.  Program requirements can be found in Attachment A of this request for applications (RFA). 
EVRAP encourages income-qualified owners of vehicles that are eight years or older, or light-duty vehicles who fail an emission inspection to retire their automobiles early by providing cash assistance via voucher to purchase a replacement electric vehicle within the program grant period, which is available through October 16, 2029, or until funding is exhausted.
This RFA is to recruit automobile and other qualified metal recyclers to participate in the recycling component of the EVRAP.  The automobile recycling component of EVRAP renders vehicles replaced through the program inoperable and recycles those vehicles according to industry standards.  
II. Qualifications: Applicants must hold a current business license and be able to process vehicles for recycling within 14 days of being notified by the dealership. 
III. Outline of Grant Activities: Successful applicants agree to take delivery of vehicles being replaced through the EVRAP, render the vehicles inoperable, and prepare for recycling by following guidelines below.  Earned income from vehicle scrap will be returned to the EVRAP as outlined in Section IV below.    
A. Vehicles being replaced through the EVRAP must be picked up and processed by the recycler within 14 days of the recycler being notified by the dealership. 
B. Vehicles are to be crushed, and no parts are to be salvaged for reuse, with the exception of the following:
i. Seats
ii. Tires
iii. Steering wheels
iv. Other reusable parts (excluding the engine and chassis) 
C. Once the vehicle has been processed the Recycler will submit paperwork evidencing appropriate disposal to SLCoHD by the 10th of each month detailing the previous month’s activities.  Recyclers shall submit:
i. A scale house ticket or similar that the recycler accepted the vehicle
ii. A certificate of destruction for each Vehicle Identification Number (VIN) accepted by the recycler for recycling
iii. A digital photo of the VIN prior to the vehicle being processed
iv. A digital photo of the vehicle to be crushed, prior to being processed
v. A digital photo of the vehicle once crushed 
vi. A ledger or similar that documents:
a) Monies yielded from scrap of each crushed vehicle
b) Vehicle pickup/transportation costs
c) Recycler processing costs
SLCoHD will submit items III.C.i-iv listed in this RFA as well as a report to the EPA as part of EVRAP grant program activities.  
IV. Program Income: Monies yielded from scrap of each recycled vehicle are to be returned to the SLCoHD EVRAP within the 14-day timeframe detailed throughout this RFA.
Recyclers may retain monies to cover the following costs: 
a) Vehicle pickup/towing/transportation costs
b) Processing  costs
All other earned income from the scrap will be returned to SLCoHD via check:

The Recycler will use fair market rate for payable scrap.

IV. Recycler Requirements: 
a) Recyclers must have an established and active supplier ID through Salt Lake County.  Supplier IDs are issued and updated through PaymentWorks (one-time requirement). 
b) Recyclers must have a fully executed EVRAP contract with Salt Lake County (one-time requirement).
c) Recyclers must be in good standing with DMV permitting both at the time of application and throughout the duration of the contract. 
IV. RFA Application Process: Applications will be accepted on an ongoing basis and those that meet qualifications will be awarded contracts.
