	Highest: teen males & 18+ not in school
Get as far as you can in Meeting #2. Use the interviews to further define if needed.
Ask interviewees both questions
Population Identification
Issue Specification: What is the issue?
No time to seek help
Confusion about what is “healthy”
Highest: teens thru 20’s, esp Latino youth
Community wide issue among adults
Unsupervised time after school because parents work and few afterschool options
Parents/youth don’t recognize signs
No insurance/cost
Low awareness of how to effectively manage stress
Few providers
Stigma (see as weak)
Long work week leaves little time for exercise, cooking
Highest among in teens in X school
Contributing Factors: Why is this happening?
Easy to hide use of marijuana 
Few providers
Social isolation
Limited places to exercise
Why is this issue happening in our community?
What does it look like in our community? Who is experiencing it?
